Duties of Volunteers

Football Games

Shakos/plumes – the hats need to be put onto the cart to be wheeled down to the field area.  Once there, the students find their hat and we add the plumes.

Snacks – we bring water in jugs and cups and snacks (usually granola bars and apples and maybe cookies) for the students on their break at halftime, after their performance.  The snacks are kept in a shako pail.

Water – the jugs must be filled.  We also bring squirt bottles to the stands to “water” the students.

Seat Covers – these are brought down in a suitcase, attached to the stands on the right side of mid-field.

Podium/Cover – must be wheeled down and placed in the pit area until halftime.  It is then wheeled out near the field and the cover put into place for the performance.

Football Table – We generally sell seat cushions and other little things near the entrance to the stadium.  We bring the card table and the stuff for sale along with the cash envelope.

Note:  Everything that is brought down has to come back up!!!

Field Shows

Loading - We load up the shakos/plumes into the bus.  We load the trailer with the marimbas, tubas, etc. The students generally do this, or at least help with it.

Snacks/water- Same as for football games, only sometimes we need more, depending on the day.  These are loaded onto the buses also.  Sometimes we bring full-on meals!

Pit Crew – This job needs at least three or four parents in addition to the students.  We bring the podium/cover, help with the pit instruments, plug things in, etc.  This one is stressful because you only have a few minutes to do all of this during a performance.

Back Drops – Depending on how many there are, we help with transport and set up on the field. 

Trailer – Someone gets to drive it!

Finally, we are representing our school, our children, and ourselves.  We take care of all of the students and make sure the director is alerted to any “situations”.  We are not in charge of them, though!  That’s the director’s job.  We make sure everyone is fed, watered, dressed, and in good spirits!  We are there to support our children, the music director and the music program at our school.  

It’s the best “job” in the world!
