Uniform Guidelines

Each student is being issued the following items:

Shoes
  
(if you requested new ones)

Gloves

(except for drummers)

Black Socks

Each student is responsible for these items for the entire season.

Bring these items with you to all football games and field show events, parades and performances.

GARMENT BAGS:

Each student has a  garment bag with their name and assigned uniform #, remember your number.

Only the jacket and slacks should be in the blue garment bags.  

Do not leave your socks, shoes, gloves in your garment bags.

Always hang up your jacket and slacks after each event in the proper manner and place back on the uniform rack in that are left in the band area locations.

SHAKOS:

Each student has a shako hat container with their name on it.

Always return your shako to its container at the conclusion of your performance.  

Shako hats NEVER go home with a student.

PLUMES:

Plumes are only handled by Booster Club representatives who are wearing protective gloves.

NEVER put a shako away with a plume!!  At the conclusion of your performance, return to Booster Club representatives to have your plume removed from your shako.  

Students NEVER touch the plumes.

SHOES:
If you received new shoes, PLEASE return your old ones.

Any student that returns their shoes, and if they are still in usable condition, a credit will be issued to your student account.  $ amount to be determined by booster club representative based upon condition of the shoes.

DO NOT LEAVE YOUR SHOES/SOCKS IN YOUR GARMENT BAGS.  Always take your shoes home, clean and polish them so they are ready for the next event.

If you loose or forget to bring any of these items to an event a student can:

        RENT shoes for $2.00        BUY socks or gloves for $2.00.

Please note:   We only have a limited amount of extras in-stock, students cannot rely on this.

FOOTBALL GAMES:
Students will dress into uniform in the band room area.  It is the student’s responsibility to take care of any personal items they are leaving in the area during the game, store them away properly.  TCHS Band is not responsible for any items that are left in the band area locations that are lost, stolen or damaged. 

Student’s uniforms are in sequential order on two hanging racks in the storage room.

Shakos will be lined up in their containers in the hallway prior to the game.

After dressing, return your hanger & garment bag to the rack, pick up your shako and head to the field for the pre-game ceremony.

Stands:  while in the stadium stands, place your shako hat under your seat.  It is your responsibility to care for your hat during the game.

½ time:  exit the stand and find the Booster Club representatives who will be on hand to place your plume in your shako.  After your performance, return to the same location to have your plume removed.   Place your shako back under your seat, place your jacket on your seat and take your 3rd quarter break.

Booster Club will provide you with your snack and water break at 3rd quarter. Students may not visit the snack bar during the game while in uniform, no exceptions!!

Students may not go sit in uniform, they must stay together is the designated area for the 3rd quarter break. 

 4th quarter, students return to the stands for the remainder of the game.

When the game is over, students return to the band room area:

Place your shako back in your container.

Get dressed back into your street clothes, hang your uniform up neatly and property on the hanger and place back on the rack in proper number order!!

Take home your shoes, socks, gloves:  clean and prepare for the next show.

FIELD SHOWS/PARADES/MISC. PERFORMANCES:
Follow all procedures as outlined above.

Never eat while in uniform.

Only drink water while in uniform.

Be careful wear you sit, do not sit on block walls, lean up against fences, sit on sidewalks curb etc.

DAMAGES:
Please be advised that if a student causes damage to their uniform by not following the about stated guidelines, students could be subject to paying for repair and/or cleaning charges.

TITAN PRIDE:
Remember, you are representing your school and your band when you wear your Titan uniform.

Wear your uniform proudly, and always remember to conduct yourselves appropriately while in uniform. 

Any student caught displaying un-Titan-like behavior will be disciplined as deemed appropriate by the band director.
